Vi was always a good student academically and enjoyed many sports, 

mainly basketball. After graduation, she moved to California with some friends to work at the Small 

Arms Defense Plant drafting in the shipyards during WWII. After the war ended she moved back 

home and met her husband, Marvin Williams, and married in 1947. As most married couples have a 

time of adjustment early on, she used to tell the funny story of them getting in a óbiscuit fightô and 

throwing biscuits at each other. Marvin was a barber, and they decided to go to Alaska where he 

worked for several months as a barber and she in a drugstore. They were adventuresome couple, and 

traveled a dirt road before there was even a highway. They did get stuck one night in Dawson Creek, 

British Colombia in a ditch, but thankfully a farmer came by and got them out with his horse and 

buggy. When they returned to Missouri they had their daughter, Sandy. After she got in school Vi de-

cided she would like to become a teacher. She went to college for two years and began to teach, fin-

ishing up in the summer. All but about 30 years she taught 3rd grade. She had a reputation of being a 

good teacher and many families would request her to teach their children. Vi was always known for 

her good cooking abilities and sewing. She could even do English Smocking. Viôs husband went to be 

with the Lord in 1989 and she moved to Springdale in 1994 to be with Sandy and her family. She has 

been very involved her with Robinson Avenue Church of Christ. She would say her faith in Christ 

and her physical and spiritual family has been such a joy to her. One of the things that she has done 

over the years is journal.
